PROGRAMME / GENERAL) COURSES OF STUDIES UNDER SEMESTERIZED CBCS
CURRICULUM EFFECTIVE FROM THE ACADEMIC SESSION 2022-2023.)

1. A candidate may be admitted to the first semester of three-year (Six Semester) B.A./
B.Sc./ B.Com.(Honours & Programme / General) Courses of Studies on passing Higher
Secondary (10+2) Examination in General conducted by the West Bengal Council of
Higher Secondary Education or an equivalent examination conducted by other State Board /
Council, or The W.B. Council of Rabindra Open Schooling, or The National Institute of
Open Schooling (NIOS) recognized by the Distance Education Bureau(DEB) subject to
fulfillment of the conditions mentioned below:

In case of other Boards/Councils, a candidate shall have to pass in five recognized
subjects, of which one shall be English, of full marks not being less than 100 each. A
candidate passing in four subjects shall not be eligible for admission.

However, Candidates passing Higher Secondary examination from vocational stream
conducted by the West Bengal State Council of Technical & Vocational Education & Skill
Development (WBSCTVE&SD) or any other equivalent Board/Council are eligible for
admission only in Programme / General courses (and not in Honours Courses) provided
that the candidate must have passed in 5 (five) recognized subjects, of which one shall be
English, in the previous qualifying examination.

2. Students passed in the years 2020 and 2021 may apply for admission.

3. The eligibility criteria as furnished by the University of Kalyani for admission to first
semester Regular Honours Courses are:
) 50% marks in the aggregate and 45% marks in the subject opted for Honours or
i)  45% marks in the aggregate and 55% marks in the subject opted for Honours in
the qualifying examination.
i)  55% marks in aggregate when the candidate has not studied the subject or any
related subject in H.S. for which Hons. is opted.
iv)  Candidates belonging to SC and ST category will get a relaxation of 5% marks in
case of i), ii) and iii) above.
v)  Candidates of SC and ST category will get a 5% relaxation in marks from
minimum eligibility criteria.
vi)  While calculating such aggregate, full marks (if it is more than 100) of each such
subject will be scaled down to 100 wherever needed.



4. Merit Marks Calculation formula.
Subject Marks + Total marks of Best five subjects

Best five means-

For candidates passed from West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education five
best subjects excluding Environmental Studies/Environmental Science/ Environmental
Education.

For candidates passed from other Council / Board best five means best five subjects.

Hons. Subject marks will be “0” in case a student opts for a Hons. subject which was not in H.S.
Biology Subject marks will be added as Hons. subject for Zoology and Botany Hons.
